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Press Statement

Trustees Policy as from 1st January 2000
The Veneziana Fund receives funds from the sale of the Pizza Veneziana at restaurants belonging to Pizza Express and the Peter Boizot Group.

The Pizza Veneziana was the idea of Peter Boizot M.B.E. the founder of the Pizza Express Group.    This was his response to the disastrous flooding in Venice on the night of 4th/5th November 1966.   Customers were told that a small supplement on the price of each Pizza Veneziana sold would be sent to The Venice in Peril Fund the British Charity set up to help in the restoration of Venice after the flood.   This has resulted in £1,147,669.68 being raised for the Venice in Peril Fund up to the 14th March 2008.

Now the supplement is distributed to the Veneziana Fund which gives 50% of its net receipts to The Venice in Peril Fund, the other 50% being available for grants for the preservation, restoration, repair and maintenance of:

(a)  buildings originally constructed before 1750

(b)  the fixtures and fittings of such buildings constructed/fitted before 1750;   and/or

(c) works of art made before 1750 (including the purchase of such items).

Please note that the Trustees do not consider appeals until at least two thirds of the sum required has been raised from other sources.

Both the pizza and the fund have proven to be a huge success, with more than £1.7 million raised by discerning diners in the UK over the past 25 years.

As well as supporting restoration projects in Venice, the Veneziana Fund has now increased its commitment to conservation, both at home and abroad. By awarding grants for the renovation and maintenance of buildings in the UK which were built before 1750, the fund is doing its bit to protect our own heritage alongside Venice’s historic riches.

Venetian Projects

Projects completed by the Venice in Peril Fund include the restoration of the Madonna dell'Orto and San Nicolo dei Mendicoli churches, as well as the renovation of the church of Santa Maria della Visitazione’s coffered ceiling. It has also helped to pay for the rebuilding of the Basilica of Santa Maria Assunta, Torcello, and the re-anchoring and cleaning of the church of San Francesco della Vigna.

Scotland's Crowning Glory

Thanks in part to a grant from the Veneziana Fund, Edinburgh’s iconic St Giles' Cathedral is being extensively restored. The medieval tower has been returned to its rugged splendour, while original oak beams have been preserved and braced. Masonry has been repointed with traditional lime mortar in place of cement, and the remarkable stone crown itself - 'Scotland's Crowning Glory' - is once more resplendent with gilded finials and weathervanes. 
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
